RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE AUTHORS

Publication Requirements

The authors of papers containing original scientific,
scientific-applied and applied research should present
in a convincing manner the research they have
conducted. Fabricated or falsified statements are
considered to be unethical behavior and are
unacceptable.

Data Access and Storage

The authors should be able to, when needed, present
primary data of the research, which is kept as evidence,
and clearly formulate and fully substantiate the
contribution made. The presentation of the research
findings should allow for them to be cited and to be used
appropriately.

Originality and Plagiarism

The authors should publish the findings of original
research. If they have used results of other authors,
these should be cited in an appropriate way.
Plagiarism in any form - from copying or

Information acquired through
conversation, correspondence or discussion with

third parties should not be included without their
written permission.

Authorship

The results of collective research should not be
reported as individual research work.

If research involves people and/or animals, the
author should guarantee that the respective legal and
institutional safety requirements have been
observed.

Errors in the Submitted Papers

When authors discover an error or inaccuracy in the
paper they have submitted they should alert the
International Scientific Committee promptly and with its
permission withdraw or correct the paper.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE REVIEWERS

Promptness

Any reviewer who is incompetent to review the research
presented in the paper or is not capable of doing so fast
enough should inform the International Scientific
Committee and quit the process of reviewing.

Confidentiality

All papers submitted for reviewing should be treated
as documents of confidentiality. They cannot be
shown or discussed with other people except the
authorised persons from the International Scientific
Committee.

Reviewers should express their
opinion clearly using supporting arguments.

Acknowledgement of Sources

Every reference to sources of information or an argument
should be accompanied with the respective citing. The
reviewer should inform the author(s) about the necessity to
make corrections to the paper in case of similarities or
overlapping of the paper with other publications.

Disclosure and Prevention of Conflict of Interests

Unpublished papers should not be used by the reviewers in
their own research without the express written consent of the
author. Condidential information or ideas arrived at in the
process of reviewing should not be used in their own interest.
Reviewers should not be in conflict of interest with the
authors of the reviewed papers.

Decisions for Publication

The publication of a paper in the Conference Procedings of
ISC”ME” is done after a review with a positive opinion and
a decision of the International Scientific Committee.
Thus, the quality and the scientific nature of the papers
in the Conference Procedings is guaranteed. The aim is to
come to an agreement about the requirements of the expected
ethical behaviour of all parties in the publication: author,
reviewer, publisher and society.

Honest Evaluation

The submitted papers should be evaluated in terms of their
intellectual content irrespective of the race, gender, sexual
orientation, religious beliefs, ethnicity, citizenship or
political beliefs of the authors. The evaluation of the paper
under review should be grounded. In the case of
unsubstantiated evaluation the International Scientific
Committee can assign a repeated review of the paper to
another reviewer.

Confidentiality

Every member of the International Scientific Committee
should not, as appropriate, disclose any information
regarding a paper to any other but the authors
themselves, potential reviewers and the
publisher, if necessary.

When a complaint of ethical nature regarding a submitted
or published paper has been made the International
Scientific Committee, together with the publisher,
should take the respective measures. These measures
include contacting the author of the paper, giving due
consideration to the complaint and claims, and possibly
sending messages to the respective institutions and
research and development organisations and if the
complaint is found to be reasonable, then possible
measures can be the publication of corrections,
withdrawing the paper, expressing concern or another
act. Any act of unethical behaviour in publication
should be considered even after it has been found out
years after the publication.
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
